Á Paper logs were the only way to keep track of your 
contacts ð of particular interest for those pursuing 
awards (WAS, DXCC, etc.).  Following the logging of a 
contact, QSL cards were sent/received as verification of 
a contact.  These QSL cards were then submitted for 
various awards.
